must be read carefully by both student and
parent/guardian.

Irish is the language of the College. All students must

speak Irish at all times to the best of their ability

Preparing for an ghaeltacht

Students should watch the nuacht as Gaeilge on TG4 or
RTE for ten minutes each day until the course starts — this
will help to attune their ear to Irish and may help to
increase their vocabulary in Irish. By choosing the nuacht
they can concentrate on the language as they will be
familiar with the gist of the stories from news bulletins in
English.

Students should bring sufficient clothing for the course.
Ideally this should be light and capable of being folded or
rolled without creasing. They are also advised to bring
some all-weather clothing, raingear and a strong pair of
shoes. It is useful to bring some clothing suitable for
playing games, any protective gear usually used in play
[e.g. helmet for hurling] and swim wear, where
appropriate.

Clothing should be packed in soft holdalls, sports bags, or
rucksacks without rigid frames. Large rigid cases are
not allowed, as they cannot be stored in bedrooms
and can be a safety hazard. [A maximum of two bags
per student should be sufficient.]

Students may
not absent themselves from the college without prior
permission and under no circumstances may a student
stay away overnight. Any failure to adhere to this rule
may result in loss of grant funding to the bean an ti and
any such shortfall will be charged to the parents/
guardians.

23.Students travel from the house to the college and back as
a group, several times each day, usually by special bus.

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Safety Guidlines for Students who are away from home

Gael Linn is pleased to welcome you on your Irish course. We
want this to be an enjoyable and rewarding experience,
whether it is your first trip or one of many.

We want to make sure that everyone is safe and happy while
with us. This means everybody being aware of safety and
everybody trying to make sure that there is no bullying. If you
have any worries of any sort we promise to take them
seriously and do whatever is necessary to solve the problem.

Always tell someone you trust if you feel frightened,
unhappy, confused or if someone is bullying you.

Don’t talk to someone you don’t know.

Never accept a lift from, or get into a car with anyone,
other than an authorised member of the college staff.

If you don’t feel safe go to some place or someone
where you know you will be safe.

If you feel in danger from someone who might hurt you,
yell and make a fuss in order to get help.

Don’t keep unwelcome hugs, kisses and touches
secret.

General Safety Guidelines

Never go to a beach, lake, or river on your own, or with
a group without a muinteoir or cinnire.

When swimming, stay close to shore and swim
alongside the beach, not out to sea.

Always obey the muinteoiri and cinniri who are on the
beach with you.

Don’t use inflated devices or buoyancy aids in the
water.

Find out where the fire exits are in your house on your
first night there.

Don’t ever go away anywhere without telling whoever is
looking after you.

Ma bhionn tromaiocht a déanamh ortsa né ar éinne eile ar
an gcursa, abair é sin leis an gcinnire, né leis an
muinteoir no le bean an ti.

Na cuir suas le tromaiocht. Tuigimid go mbionn sé deacair
ar dhalta labhairt amach ach is moér an chabhair i chun stop
a chur le tromaiocht.

Ma tharlaionn tromaiocht beidh Gael Linn fonnmhar oiread
agus is féidir a dhéanamh chun i a stopadh.

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Bullying

We want to make sure that no student is bullied while at the
Colaiste. We need the help of everyone to make sure of this.

Bullies get away with it because people don't tell.

If you are being bullied or know that someone else is
being bullied, tell a cinnire, muinteoir or bean an ti.
Don’t go along with bullying. It is hard to be the one to
speak up, but it will help to prevent bullying if you do.

If bullying happens, it will be taken very seriously. The
parents of the person who bullies will be contacted and
he/she will more than likely be sent home.

If someone tries to bully you in any way, first get away
from the situation as soon as you can and tell your
cinnire, or a muinteoir or your bean an ti.

If a friend is being bullied, don’t be afraid to tell your
cinnire, or a muinteoir or your bean an ti.

Other uncomfortable or dangerous situations

If you are asked to do something that frightens you or
makes you uncomfortable say ‘No’ and report it to a
cinnire, or a muinteoir or your bean an ti.

If you are aware of somebody doing something that
puts themselves or someone else in danger, tell a
cinnire, or a muinteoir or your bean an ti immediately.
Don’t keep secrets that feel unsafe. Just because you
are asked to keep something secret doesn’t mean you
have to.

If someone touches you or does something to you in a
way which makes you feel uncomfortable, say ‘NO’ and
report it to a cinnire, or a muinteoir or your bean an ti.

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Who can Help?

The staff and people, who are responsible for you during your
stay, want to help you any time you are worried or frightened.
They will listen and take you seriously and do all they can to
help.

* You could tell a cinnire, or a muinteoir or your bean
an ti. They will want to help you.

* If your worry is about a member of staff or about
someone who is looking after you it is very important to
tell another adult about it.

*  You could also tell a friend who might help you to tell an
adult.

*  You could phone or write home and they could tell Gael
Linn about it.

* If you tell and feel you are not taken seriously or the
problem is still there, tell someone else. Keep telling
until you get help.

Frequently Asked Questions

Friends
Will my son/daughter be in the same house as
his/her friends?

Yes, every effort will be made to place your
son/daughter in the same house as his/her friend,
provided both have been named as a friend on each
other’s application forms. Please note a student may
only name one friend.

Travel
How will my son/daughter get to the college?

You may drive your son/daughter directly to the college
on the first day of the course, arriving between
5.00p.m. and 6.30p.m. Directions and maps are
included in this booklet. You will need to collect your
son/daughter before 11.00a.m. on the last day of the
course and sign the permission form.

Alternatively, you can avail of the Gael Linn travel
arrangements. You will have already indicated your
preference on the application form. If you chose the
Gael Linn arrangements, the details are included in this
mailing. Please read the enclosed letter carefully and
confirm to the Gael Linn office that your son/daughter
will be travelling with us, in order to ensure a seat on
the bus.

Special Clothing or Equipment
Will my son/daughter need any special clothing
or equipment in the college?

We recommend students to bring strong durable
footwear and casual clothes for games and sports
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activities, as well as a hat and rainwear in case of bad
weather. There will be several céilithe and discos in the
evening time, one of which may be designated as a
fancy dress event. They might want to consider a
simple, inexpensive oultfit for such an evening.

With regard to equipment, should your son/daughter
wish to bring his/her own musical instrument or sports
equipment, then he/she would be most welcome to do
so. However we would stress that he/she will be
responsible for the safekeeping of such and would
recommend not bringing any thing expensive. Please
read sections 2 - 6, 10, 31 & 32 in this booklet.

Pocket Money
How much pocket money will my son/daughter
need in the college?

Your son/daughter will be well fed in the house, in which
he/she will be staying, with breakfast, dinner, tea and a
light supper each day.

Students will need some funds to cover such items as a
college folder, tour, or any special events that may
occur [e.g. visiting theatre group]. Total cost of these
items will be no more than about €25/€30.

Other than these, the amount of pocket money is
entirely at your discretion, bearing in mind that students
will have access to a ‘tuck shop’ each day.

Classes & Activities
What happens when my son/daughter is in the
college?

Your son/daughter will be accommodated with a local
family in a house inspected and authorised by the
Department of Arts, Heritage and Gaeltacht.
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o On the first morning of classes, all students will be
assessed by the teachers and allotted to classes,
appropriate to their age and ability in the language.
On most Gael Linn summer courses, formal Irish
language classes last to lunchtime.

o Supervised and organised games and activities take
place after lunch and musical and cultural activities
are organised each evening.

The students are active from around 9.45a.m. to
10.00p.m.

Speaking Irish
Will my son/daughter be sent home if he/she
does not speak Irish at all times?

Your son/daughter will be expected to make an honest
effort to use whatever Irish he/she has throughout the
course. Our courses are designed to help and
encourage students to learn and use lIrish. If they make
an honest effort they will not be sent home. However,
persistent refusal to make this effort may result in a
student being dismissed. Please read sections 1, 19 &
20 in this booklet.

Mobile Phones
How often will my son/daughter have access to
his/her phone?

The frequency of access by students to their mobile
phones will be at the discretion of the Principal of the
college. They will be allowed access on a regular basis.

However, students will have access to the college
phone in case of urgent need to contact home.
Similarly should you wish to talk with your son/daughter,
you may arrange to do so by contacting the college. In
either case full privacy will be afforded each student.
Please read section 12 in this booklet.
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Visits
Can | come and visit my son/daughter in the
college?

Yes you can. However, we would ask you to come
only on Sunday and preferably the second Sunday of
the course. Please read sections 13-18 in this booklet.

Laundry
What about my son’s/daughter’s laundry during
the course?

This will depend largely on the individual Bean an Ti
and her circumstances. Some allow students to do their
own laundry in the machine, while others prefer to
handle the machine themselves. Please note that this
normally holds for relatively light laundry. Heavy items,
such as denim may be more difficult to handle and to
dry and should be avoided if possible. Laundering of
items needing special care or treatment may not be
possible and any such items should be brought home.
Students should abide by the arrangements of their own
Bean an Ti.
